Visitors walk through valleys and tunnels, find out
interesting facts about the pioneering days during
construction, visit workshops or listen to stories from
the RhB's first conductress.

H The Model Railway Layout

Over decades, Bernhard Tarnutzer has been building
a miniature of the meter-gauge network. The lay-
out on a scale of Om (1:45) shows minutely detailed
models of buildings, viaducts, landscapes and tunnels
as the were in the 1950's and 1960's.

Bernhard Tarnutzer is often to be found in his open
workshop where he is more than happy to talk to
visitors about building the layout. The trains usually
run in the afternoon and the exact departure times
are displayed on site.
